ITEMS FOR INFORMATION / DISCUSSION

Information/Discussion Item #1
Update on Paradise Neighborhood Revitalization Grant Project.

Chris Pettit, Assistant Planner, explained that this grant project is for waterline and
sidewalk improvements as well as the demolition of vacant properties. He said that it
will go out for bid in January. Mr. Pettit informed Council that 17 easements are required
but there is no funding. Donations for easements are already being obtained. He stated
that the completion date is unknown at this time.

Information/Discussion ltem #2
Update on RFP for Historic District Design Guidelines.

Joe Cronin, Planning Director explained that there has already been a $25,000 grant
awarded. The request for proposals have already been sent out and he is anticipating a
good response.

Information/Discussion Item #3
Update on Springfield Parkway Pathway Project.

Mr. Cronin told Council that Pulte will have a meeting on Friday with Springs. He stated
that Pulte intends to have a discussion with Springs to see if they will allow access across
the Ann Close Greenway.

He stated that they are a little behind with all of the leaves right
now but they have a few crews dedicated to leaf pickup. He also said that they now have
a driver trained for the street sweeper.

SECONDED by Councilman Helms. Passed 5-0.
