CHURCH SOFTBALL ELIGIBILITY

PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

e To participate in the Church Softball League, a player must attend the church for which they are
playing but are not required to be a member of said church. Any person playing for a team other
than the church of which they are a member, must be attending that church.

e Two (2) players who are members of a church without a softball team can play with another
church with a team in the league. The pastors of the two churches involved must sign an official
church transfer form agreeing to the arrangement.

e Players must be at least sixteen (16) years old in the Men’s division and sixteen (14) years old in
the Women’s division. Any player under eighteen (18) years old must have the roster form signed
by his parents/legal guardian to participate in the league.

e All players must be certified as eligible by their pastor/minister.

e Aroster may contain no more than 20 players.

e Two or more churches may combine to form one team with the approval of the Athletic Director.

e Any challenges to a player's eligibility will be submitted in written form to the Athletic Director and
will be handled by the Athletic Director calling the pastor of the church in question.

No drugs, alcohol, or illegal substances are allowed on Fort Mill Parks and Recreation grounds. Town

parks are also smoke free.

Profanity/offensive language will not be tolerated. Any profanity or offensive language heard by the

official or parks and recreation staff member will issue a warning on the first offense. On the second

offense, the player responsible will receive an automatic ejection, plus a one (1) game suspension.

Captains are responsible for the actions of their players. Please be sure to maintain respectful

characters and prioritize sportsmanship.

Players are not allowed to argue with calls made by officials. Only team captains are allowed to

guestion the interpretation of rules.

Participants who do not follow the above Code of Ethics will be subject to corrective action. The

following guidelines have been established for addressing problems with participants: (Note - These

guidelines are not absolute in dealing with behavioral problems. Severe situations could warrant
harsher sanctions)

a) a) If a player is ejected from a game, the player will be automatically suspended for the remainder
of the game and 1 additional game (the immediate next game). The league administration
reserves the right to increase the length of the suspension to multiple games, if deemed
necessary.

b) b) If a player receives 2 ejections in a single season, the player will automatically be expelled from
the league/program.
