possible. Make sure all doors and windows leading
outside open easily.

M HAVE an outside meeting place (like a tree, light
pole or mailbox) a safe distance from the home
where everyone should meet.

m PRACTICE your home fire drill at night and during
the day with everyone in your home, twice a year.
